 Belair, Manitoba, Canada! 
Belair Provincial Forest is located 100kms North of Winnipeg, Manitoba, Canada just 
off Provincial Hwy59, approximately 10minutes North of Grand Beach Provincial Park. 
The area is densely forested with an assortment of wildlife including deer, fox, coyote, 
wolves, rabbit, black bear and various birds including bald eagles. Depending on the 
season, you will find blue berries, wild strawberries, saskatoons, and raspberries.

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The drive from Winnipeg takes roughly an hour, and is on divided highway 3/4 of 
the way. There are gas stations and convenience stores along the route, and when 
in season you’ll find roadside vendors often selling local vegetables. After you leave 
the city you’ll pass open fields with crops, cattle and bison, and soon find yourself in 
forested areas. 

1. Take Hwy59 North (Lagimodiere Blvd) towards Grand Beach 
2. Follow Hwy59 PAST the Grand Beach turnoff - do NOT turn at Grand Beach; 

stay on Hwy59 
3. Continue North on Hwy59 for approximately 7kms more 
4. Turn West (left) at Belair Road (you will see a radio tower on your right) 
5. Follow Belair Road over the large hill to the stop sign (from the hill you will see 

Lake Winnipeg) 
6. Turn North (right) on Lakeshore Road and follow for approximately 1.7kms 
7. Bear Country Cottages Resort is located on the East (right) side of the road
